These forms will be available 
to students in late March until May.

If 
you have had specialist testing completed 
in the past, ie by a psychologist, speech 
therapist, Speld etc, please contact Mrs 
Dodds  to ensure this information has 
been received. 
 
PICKING UP STUDENTS AFTER 
SCHOOL 
A large number of parents are attempting 
to drive into the school to pick their 
children up at 3.15pm.  At the same time 
we have four buses, taxis for students 
with special needs, cleaners and other 
staff attempting to enter and find a park. 
We just cannot cater for any extra cars 
coming into the school grounds at all. 
 
Please arrange to pick your child up 
further down the road. Even when it is 
raining later on in the year your child will 
need to walk to the pre-appointed spot to 
meet you, rather than have cars come into 
the grounds. 
 
We apologise for any inconvenience this 
may cause, but to stop the congestion and 



for the safety of our students we must 
insist. No parents are to come into the 
school grounds to pick up their children 
after school. 
 
BUS LANES  
Please do not use the bus access lane in 
the front of the school as an additional car 
park either before, during or after school. 
This delays the buses and could result in 
potential damage to your vehicle.  
 
SOME REMINDERS 
Lost Property:  We are already collecting 
items of lost property at the student 
administration office.  Please ensure that 
all clothing items are named, including 
blazers.  Also please remind students not 
to leave bags and clothing unattended 
during break time.  It only takes one 
dishonest person an instant to take 
something. 
 
Discmans, walkmans ipods and cell 
phones:  Students are reminded that these 
items should be left at home.  Whilst they 
are not banned, we cannot guarantee their 
safety at school and prefer that students 
leave these items in the safety of home.  
 
Uniform: Backless sandals, leather running 
or skate shoes and sports shoes are not a 
part of the school uniform.  If you are in 
doubt about the suitability of shoes please 
contact the college before purchasing 
these items. The girls’ trousers need to be 
black, without detailing, and hemmed 
appropriately. As you may now be aware, 
the uniform shop is now situated in Downer 
St, Lower Hutt.  All uniform items can be 
purchased there, so we no longer have 
items at school for sale. 
 
Jewellery: Bling, dangling earrings and 
oversized rings are a safety hazard at 
school.  We advise students to limit 
piercings to one pair of small earrings and 
leave other body piercing for outside 
school.  
 

We do ask for your support in getting the 
school uniform right.  Students who take 
pride in their appearance do well at 
school.

Students who are interested in the 
experience of studying abroad either in 
2006 or 2007 can see Ms Leaman to pick 
up information regarding student 
exchanges.

HEALTH CLINIC (by Annie Harcourt) 
Happy New Year and welcome from the 
Health Clinic staff - Nurse Annie Harcourt 
and Doctor Sarah Painter. 
 
The Health clinic is a place for students 
and their families to talk about and get 
advice, support and treatment for any 
health issue. The service is completely 
confidential and free, including any 
medication required. We are funded by 
the Hutt Valley District Health Board, and 
are part of VIBE youth health services in 
the Hutt Valley. 
 
The clinic is open Monday, Tuesday and 
Thursday 11.00am-2.30pm. 
 
Appointments to see the Nurse or Doctor 
can be made either by dropping in and 
leaving a request in the letter box at the 
clinic, or by phoning the clinic on 567-
9850. 
 
Up until a child is 18 years old they are 
entitled to free dental care. We have a list 
of Dentists in the Hutt Valley who provide 
free care under the Ministry of Health 
contract. You need to enrol with one of 
these Dentists to get the free treatment. 
Enrolment forms are available at the 
health clinic, from most dentists or from 
the district health board. Please contact 
the clinic if you would like more 
information. 
 
There is also a free ear testing service for 
school aged children on the first and third 



Wednesday of each month at the Taita 
Community Centre, in Farmer Crescent.  
This service operates from 2.00 to 4:00pm. 
 
MEDICATION 
Any students who need medication during 
the school day must have the medication 
retained at the school office.  Please 
refrain from allowing students to bring such 
items to school as this can cause problems 
for them if the medicine is not held in a 
secure place. 
 
ADHD SUPPORT 
Earlier this month there was a meeting of a 
support group for parents of students 
affected by ADHD.  If you are needing 
support for an ADHD child, or are 
interested in finding out more please 
contact Moira on 567 8786 for further 
information. 
 
SPORTS 
By now all students should have received 
a booklet outlining the different sporting 
codes offered at Taita College.  The final 
day for payment is Friday 24 February and 
in keeping with the schools “no pay no 
play” policy, students will be unable to play 
in next week’s games if their fees are still 
unpaid.
